It is the
product of an intimate, personal pursuit to know and
serve one’s Creator. The pioneers of all religions were
spiritual followers who sought this path. Spirituality
is the alignment of man with the universe and with
God.

Religion is the codified way of life of men who
followed the spiritual path. As such, religion can be
defined as a set of moral rules instituted and obeyed
by a spiritual man within a particular dispensation
and season. These men were later worshipped as
gods after their deaths, and their way of life was
turned into religion, immortalizing them in the
subconscious of their followers and readers.

Through their spiritual pursuit, these men deduced
universal laws from the environment. These laws
helped align humanity with the world, making life
easier and refreshing the environment during their
era. Religious adherents, however, often hold firmly
to these archaic ideologies, failing to accept the
changes brought by deeper dimensions of wisdom
and the geometric increase in knowledge that leads
to clearer understanding.

This presentation can either shed light on
your ignorance or cover up your premeditated
understanding.
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CHAPTER 1
THE ALMIGHTY GOD

Over the years, many have attempted to understand,
explain, and elucidate the nature of God. We must
indeed acknowledge that they tried their best. Yet as
time passed, their best became inadequate. Our
understanding of God’s nature can only improve as
we see "in part,” and a compilation of those parts
gives a bigger, brighter, and clearer picture of a much
deeper whole.

[dentifying any matter begins with knowing its name
and understanding its form. This provides a
foundational knowledge of the subject under
consideration.

The names and forms of God have been revealed to
different people at different points in time, based on
their dealings with God and aligned with His purpose
for them. Thus, the name and form of God they knew
were functions of their destiny and calling. With this
understanding, it is safe to say we all perceive God
from different perspectives, depending on our
destiny and calling.

As for me, Luminous Oak, I have been privileged to
receive what I believe is a concise revelation, given



for what God wants to achieve in this particular time
and season upon the earth—so that the knowledge of
the glory of God will cover the earth as the waters
cover the sea.

No one has ever been granted the opportunity to see
God with the physical eye; it is an impossibility. The
capacity and capability of the human eye are
insufficient to withstand His indescribable essence. In
attempting to perceive it, the brain would lose its
grip, rendering the mental and physical body invalid.
Nevertheless, we can successfully see God with the
eye of our mind, which is immortal—for only
immortal faculties can behold immortal beings.

God Almighty is the source of all light (luminosity); by
His light, He created all things. The image of Almighty
God I was privileged to see is (generally) similar to
that of a luminous tree touching a luminous sky in the
middle of a luminous sea, all glowing brilliantly
beyond comprehension.

Almighty God is a Being (Soul) who has a Spirit and is
capable of manifesting in several forms (Body). His
Being is an ocean without shores; His Form is
(generally) that of a tree or any image He chooses to
manifest; and His Spirit represents the radiating
ripple of transcending light. In other words, Almighty
God’s Being is a glowing sea, His Form is a glowing



tree, and His Spirit is the glowing nature that fills
every space.

Almighty God (the Being) created a spirit and a
multifaceted body. He gave Himself a form that can be
visible, for His Being 1is invisibly beyond
comprehension.

Almighty God is a Being—not just any being, but the
Alpha Being, who is not created but who created all
things. The question of who created God is
unanswerable; our cranial capacity is not built with
the ability to fathom the concept behind the very
existence of Almighty God. The only appropriate
definition I consider befitting is that God Almighty is
beyond the word "existence,” because He is the
source of existence itself.

God is everything, and everything can be found in
Him. Attempts to define God are merely ways of
satisfying our curiosities—a rational pursuit, so that
our belief stands not on mere words but on the
evidence surrounding us. The entire universe defines
who God is.

Curiosity is the trademark of every individual who
seeks to understand the realities of this life in which
we find ourselves. There are two channels of
curiosity: the first is that of the body (heart), and the
second is that of the soul (mind).



The curiosities of the body can be satisfied with
evident knowledge, making use of the five main
senses:

1.TO SEE: CAN A MORTAL EYE SEE GOD? YES.
See the ingenuity of God in the universe, earth,
sky, sea, mountains, plants, animals, you and
me...

2. TO FEEL: CAN A MORTAL BODY FEEL GOD?
YES.
Feel the breeze, the warmth, and the cold...

3.TO TASTE: CAN A MORTAL TONGUE TASTE
GOD? YES.
Taste the food the land brings forth; the fruits of
different trees; the bitter, sweet, and sour...

4. TO SMELL: CAN A MORTAL NOSE PERCEIVE
GOD? YES.
Smell the beautiful, different scents of flowers...

5.TO HEAR: CAN A MORTAL EAR HEAR GOD?
YES.
Listen to everything: the sound of the breeze, the
birds, your own voice...

On the other hand, the curiosities of the soul can be
laid to rest with workable wisdom:



A. IS IT POSSIBLE FOR THE UNIVERSE TO JUST
EXIST?
B. IS IT POSSIBLE FOR (YOU) TO JUST EXIST?

If yes, that means you and your universe are a mist
that just appeared, which equally means you could
disappear at any time. But since the universe has
stood tall since the beginning of time and you do not
vanish in the heat of the day, you are not a mist.

Almighty God created you in His own image, after the
likeness of His own being.

reflection of God. It points to the fact that the only
image appropriate for you to bow down to is the
image you see in the mirror.



CHAPTER 2
TRINITY (ALMIGHTY GOD)

Almost  everything created by God s
trigonometrically structured.

. The earth is composed of three major elements:
air (0,), water (H,0), and sand (SiO,).

. The sun is a triune entity: it has the form of a
great glowing ball (body) that produces light
(soul) and emits heat (spirit).

. Atreeis atriune plant: it consists of a root (soul),
a shoot (body), and the water that flows between
them (spirit).

. Man is a triune being: he consists of the inner
being (soul), which lives in a human form (body),
sustained by atmospheric air (spirit).

The Trinity simply refers to three integral parts
forming one whole.

The Creator is a Being (Soul). Generally, the words
"soul” and "spirit" are used interchangeably due to
inadequate understanding; essentially, everything
unseen to man is categorized as "spirit."” However,
only Almighty God is a Being (Soul) who possesses a



Spirit. Other powerful beings may change form but do
not possess their own spirit. Nevertheless, they—and
all creation—are sustained by the One Only Spirit,
which is the Spirit of Almighty God. Its radiation
sustains everything that has been created.

Angels are beings, but since they are invisible to
mortals, they are called ministering spirits. Beings
are invisible to mortal eyes, for mortal eyes cannot
behold immortal things. The only way we can
perceive the Creator is with the eye of our mind,
reflected in the mortal things that surround us.

Thus, people see Him as:
. The lion, for He is the King.
. The ox, for His great strength.
. The eagle, for His sovereign uniqueness.
. The sun, for it is the central force of our system.
. The moon, for its phases of faithful renewal.
. The stars, for their intricate, glorious beauty.

. Man, because, of all creation, he is directly
linked—the express image and likeness, the very
mirror of the Creator.

The abode of God’s Being (Soul) is in the Creator’s
realm. Through His Spirit, He gives life—the



sustaining source for all creation. Every living thing
in the universe is a being of a particular category.
Each has a different form (body), yet all are sustained
by atmospheric air, which is powered by the Creator’s
Spirit. It is the very breath of the Creator that gives
life to everything that exists.



CHAPTER 3

THE KINGDOM OF HEAVEN
(THE CREATOR’S REALM)

The Kingdom of Heaven is the unseen—and
inaccessible—part of the universe to those who
perceive with the physical (mortal) eye. It is the seen
and accessible realm to those who perceive with the
spiritual (immortal) eye.

Heaven is a kingdom similar to Earth, but far vaster
and more intricately structured. The beings who
reside there possess forms of body uniquely adapted
to the atmosphere of their realm.

In Heaven resides Almighty God, the Creator and King
of Kings, who rules over the entire universe. There
are also other kings (gods or elders) who govern
specific zones. As in any kingdom, there are twenty-
four distinct zones, each governed by its own ruler.
These zones all contribute their part to the affairs of
both Heaven and Earth, creating a marked diversity
among the twenty-four regions in both realms. Each
zone carries out specific tasks to ensure the
administration of Heaven and the fulfillment of God’s
purposes on Earth.



Beings in this kingdom do not live in houses or
mansions, but in estates. These estates are
mountains—not thrones as we know them, but
structures of an entirely different dimension that
depict their occupant’'s power, dominion, and
authority over a specific zone.

They do not live by time. The source of their light is
the glowing image of God Himself, which transcends
and fills every space. Their bodies are composed of
stronger elements, allowing them to remain agile and
live without the degradation caused by the passage of
time; they grow, but they do so agelessly.

The kingdom is designed like a barracks filled with
military personnel of varying ranks. They all carry out
their responsibilities within their respective zones
and habitations, both in Heaven and on Earth,
ensuring that the dominion and authority of Almighty
God are enforced throughout the heavenly and
earthly spheres.



CHAPTER 4
THE CITIZENS OF HEAVEN

The Almighty, the only true God, created
supernatural beings to serve as officials (elders) and
workers (angels) in establishing His domain
(kingdom) for His glory.

These beings were the agents who set up the entire
universe, with Almighty God as the Master Architect.
When God spoke, His creative power and divine
desire entered these creatures through His Spirit,
enabling them to carry out the bidding of the Most
High accordingly.

Human souls (the sons of God) were created
especially for God’s pleasure. Of all heavenly
creatures, they alone were made in the likeness of
God. Though last in the order of creation, because of
their divine nature and likeness, they are capable of
carrying authority, thereby occupying an honorable
position in Heaven (the immortal realm) before God.

All human souls are citizens of Heaven, belonging to
one of twenty-four different kingdoms in an orderly
fashion. They were sent to Earth to establish upon it
the same structure that exists in Heaven. But when
man fell, he lost his ability to articulate precisely what



he was meant to do. He became unable to decipher his
destiny and purpose—to understand what he ought
to accomplish.

When man fell, he was demoted from the spiritual
position of a son of God to the mortal position of
a son of man. However, by aligning with the Holy
Spirit, he will gradually re-enter his lost glory.
Understanding will be granted unto him, allowing
him to comprehend his destiny and fulfill his
purpose—which is to do precisely what he is
supposed to do on Earth.
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CHAPTER 5
HUMAN BEINGS

The concept of a human being can be understood in
two distinct yet related dimensions. The first is as a
spiritual being (a son of God), created as a citizen of
Heaven. The second is as an earthly being, given a
physical body (a human being) to establish the will of
God on Earth.

Of all the citizens in Heaven, only human souls were
created in the likeness of Almighty God. The human
soul is the mirror of God. The Creator endowed man
with authority, which is the fullness of His Spirit. In
man alone, the Spirit of God was able to dwell; in
other beings, it only hovered upon them, sustaining
and directing them in the fulfillment of their royal
duties.

Other beings were not given this privilege, for they
were created in a different image and likeness. This
made them unable to carry the fullness of God’s Spirit,
though they are sustained by it. This implies that their
power is specific to their assignments and is not
absolute authority.

For humans to fulfill their task on Earth, they needed
enormous physical and spiritual strength. Man was



created with lesser physical strength compared to the
pre-Adamic workers, but he was given a higher level
of authority (spiritual strength) in order to effectively
command them.

Man was assigned the task of caring for the entire
Earth and establishing upon it a structure like the
Kingdom of Heaven. Due to the nature of his mortal
body, man needed a helper and a comforter to
provide him with absolute support. He could not find
one until God decided to create another form of man
to serve this role. From the image and likeness of
man, a woman was created. Thus, as man is to God, so
woman is to man.

Therefore, man is the image and likeness of God, and
woman is the image and likeness of man. The
presence of the woman brought man profound
pleasure because she was the express image of man
himself. In the same way Almighty God gave authority
to man, so man gave authority to woman—for the
woman is the mirror of the man.



CHAPTER 6
TRINITY (HUMAN)

The trinity of man reflects his creation in the image
and likeness of the Creator. A man is a being (soul)
who lives in a particular form (body), sustained by
the breath of life (spirit).

The soul of a man is the true, immortal self. The
mortal body is an apparatus designed from the
materials of the earth—sand, water, and air—to
enable the soul to live and function in the earthly
realm. The breath of life represents the sustaining

atmosphere produced by the earth to continually fuel
his body.

Man was originally created as a being with a spirit.
This spirit caused his soul to be illuminated and his
body to be revitalized. But when he fell through
disobedience, the Spirit of God departed from him
because he was no longer in alignment with God. The
air in the atmosphere became his only alternative for
survival; however, the healing and reparative
capacity of air is not as potent as the indwelling
presence of God’s Spirit.

This understanding clarifies the notion held by some
that "man is a spirit that has a soul and lives in a



body." The truth is, a man who fully possesses the
Spirit of God cannot die.

What happens when a man begins the path of
salvation is that the Spirit of God comes upon him—it
hovers over him but does not yet enter into him.
Salvation is a process, not a one-time declaration of
the mouth. Salvation is fully attained when all
dimensions of God’s Spirit reside inside the man.
There are degrees to this indwelling.

True salvation occurs when a man has totally
succumbed to the leading of the Holy Spirit, entering
into deep communion (intercourse) with his Creator.
It is only through this profound union that a man can
be refilled with the Holy Spirit. This communion
follows protocols of entry for the seed of God to be
planted within man. That seed germinates, causing
the man to be filled with the Spirit of God in such a
way that his being is illuminated and his body is
consistently revitalized, enabling him to elude death.
This is the state we all strive to attain.

The degree to which God’s Spirit indwells a man
determines the immortality of his body (the soul is
already immortal). Only the Spirit of God has the
capacity to immortalize mortal flesh. Before the Fall,
man was a being with a mortal body immortalized by
God’s Spirit. When the Spirit departed, he remained



an immortal being inhabiting a demortalized
(weakened) body.



CHAPTER 7
THE KINGDOM OF EARTH

We cannot speak of the kingdom of Earth without
speaking of the universe. The universe is the entire
kingdom, and Earth is the domain of humanity.

“Consider this: Almighty God is the universe, and the
universe is God. We are all in God.”

The universe consists of the unseen (inaccessible)
and the seen (accessible). It is widely known that the
seen, accessible universe comprises the sun, the
moon, the planets, stars, and other elements. The sun
is the energy that keeps the seen universe in motion;
the moon combines its energy with the sun’s to give
balance, enabling life on Earth. Whether through
man, nations, continents, or even if the entire Earth
were turned into a spacecraft, we could never fathom
the entirety of the universe—for Almighty God
Himself is the space that fills all space.

The sun, the moon, the planets, and the stars are all
found inside God. God is the universe.

A more detailed analysis of Earth’s creation, both
complex and simple, is this: the sun and the moon



birthed the Earth. The sun released a specific amount
of energy in the form of cosmic particles. These
combined with the energy of the moon, and the fusion
of both energies brought forth the primary
elements—hydrogen, oxygen, and silicon—along
with other minor elements. This ascertains that the
Earth was not created by chance, but through the
perfect understanding of energy combinations,
inspired by Almighty God and executed by His
workers and laborers.

The parents of Earth—the sun and the moon—keep it
alive by consistently replenishing its elements. A
perfect recycling system operates continually,
sustaining life on Earth and countering the persistent
depletion caused by man. Over the years, man has
waited for the day Earth will cease to exist, yet he has
been disappointed. The greatest Scientist did a
perfect job.

In the universe, there is one major invisible kingdom,
several visible planets, and three minor visible
kingdoms on Earth. The one major kingdom is
subdivided into two: Light and Darkness.

The Kingdom of Light (Immortal Light) is
headquartered in Heaven and has a division on Earth
that rules over all human affairs on the principle of
justice. The Kingdom of Darkness (Mortal Light) is the



kingdom of the pre-Adamic beings; it judges the Earth
on the basis of disobedience to the laws of
righteousness.

The three minor kingdoms, in order of strength, are
the Kingdom of the Air, the Kingdom of the Water, and
the Kingdom of the Land. Each kingdom is ruled by an
invisible king who appoints a visible personal
assistant to manage its physical affairs. The king
imbues this assistant with the authority to establish
his dominion.

CHAPTER 8
THE CITIZENS OF THE EARTH

Upon the successful creation of His heavenly
kingdom, Almighty God decided to create another:
the Earth. His Spirit began to hover upon a space in
the universe, designing the architectural template for
the new world. When the design was complete, He
summoned the builders (workers, angels) and gave
them bodies adapted to live in the earthly sphere.

The bodies of these builders (earth angels) can be
described as half-man and half-animal. Their
imbalanced structure meant they were not like the
sons of God; they were lesser than man, yet filled with
great knowledge and strength to fulfill their tasks.

These angels, given earthly bodies and recruited to
build the Earth, are whom we call the Pre-Adamic
beings. They were the first to inhabit the earthly
sphere. Divided and appointed to the three minor
kingdoms (air, water, land), they were given physical
forms adapted to their domains. They went to work,
successfully laying the foundations and structures of
the Earth in all three kingdoms. Indeed, there are
invisible foundations in the air, water, and land —the



obscure secrets behind some of Earth’s unfathomable
wonders.

Filled with divine knowledge and power, these angels
created different plants and animals. The terrestrial
angels created land-dwelling plants and animals to
beautify the land. The marine angels created sea life.
The aerial angels created creatures that could fly.
Plants and animals are products of Earth's elements,
which are in turn sustained by the elements of the
entire universe.

[t was these Pre-Adamic beings who carried out God’s
instructions: they separated the waters from the land
and established the continents. They were
responsible for creating some of what we call the
wonders of the world today, enabled by their
profound knowledge of the Earth, their superhuman
strength, and the empowering breath (Spirit) of the
Almighty.

We call them "Pre-Adamic” because they came before
Adam and were incomplete in form—half-man and
half-animal.

The Creation and Fall of Man



After the successful creation of the Earth, the Pre-
Adamic beings were tasked with creating human
bodies. Inspired, they created the form of a complete
man. Then, through the divine breath of God’s Spirit,
the souls of the sons of God were released into these
earthly vessels. The son of God was implanted, pure
and perfect, into the body, and given authority over
all creation—including the very Pre-Adamic beings
who had crafted his physical form. They became his
servants, tasked with helping man fulfill God’s
command: to increase, multiply, replenish, subdue,
and have dominion.

Almighty God gave man one singular commandment:
to enjoy everything that had been created, but not to
have sexual intercourse with the servants, for they
were not a pure breed. (tree of life & tree of
knowledge)

The Pre-Adamic man was visible to the Adamic man,
who ruled successfully over the land, water, and air.
By the knowledge given to them, the Pre-Adamic
beings taught man how to name the plants and
animals they had created—for though they had the
knowledge to create, they did not have the authority
to name.

Over time, the chief of the Pre-Adamic beings grew
conceited and rebelled in his heart against man. He



thought, ‘Was I not the one who created his body? Why
then must I serve him?’ Since the Adamic man had
authority, he ruled over them effortlessly. The chief
angel inspired the others with his rebellious
thoughts, and they sought a way to make man lose his
authority. THIS IS THE ORIGIN OF THE FALL OF
BOTH PRE-ADAMIC AND ADAMIC MAN.

The Consequences of the Fall

Their rebellion succeeded when Adam disobeyed
God. This caused the sealing Spirit of God to depart
from man. Gradually, man became deficient in God’s
Spirit, then void of it entirely, leaving him weak and
living at the mercy of the Pre-Adamic beings, who
now ruled him viciously with their knowledge.

Almighty God, the Creator and Father of man, was
grieved. He cursed the Pre-Adamic beings for the
torment they inflicted upon His sons. Then God wiped
them out with a flood, leading to their total
disappearance from the Earth's surface. God created
the Post-Adamic man, Dblessed him, and
commissioned him to begin the path of regaining the
dimensions of the lost Spirit—to be refilled and
sealed with authority once more.

The Spiritual Aftermath and Modern Oppression



The death of the Pre-Adamic beings led to the loss of
their bodies, but not their souls—for they too were
immortal. Their souls were left wandering the
invisible kingdoms of water, land, and air, seeking
means of expression through the human body in the
visible realm.

They became the rulers of the underworld (the
invisible realm of Earth). When a man dies, his soul is
judged and held captive by these beings. After his
sentence is served, his soul is restored to the physical
realm through reincarnation when a new body is
prepared during conception. A fallen Pre-Adamic
being from the underworld accompanies this
reincarnated soul—which lacks mature willpower—
into the womb, possessing the child from birth.

Another way these beings find expression is through
unholy interaction with humans. They inspire
humans in dreams or through evil invocations to
create bodies for them. The results are the beings
scientists call aliens. When these aliens copulate

with man, they birth giants.

The Battle for the Human Will



As a person grows, his or her willpower develops and
matures. [t is their desire to choose between right and
wrong. Each time a person disobeys the Spirit of God,
they unconsciously surrender a measure of their
willpower, leaving the door of the soul vulnerable.
The Spirit of God hovers upon us all as conscience,
trying to shield us from evil oppression and
possession. When we disobey, we move away from
that shield and can become possessed by the very
being that inspired our disobedience. It is indeed
possible for two beings to dwell in one body.

The Universal Connection

All living things (plants and animals) are connected
to the universe—the sun, moon, planets, stars, and
other elements. All living things are one with the
universe. The combination of these elements creates



attractions between living things, such that if they are
properly analyzed, traces of every cosmic element
would be found within them. This is the knowledge
linking human behavior to astrology.
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CHAPTER 9
THE DESTINY AND PURPOSE OF MAN

Destiny represents the major, overarching agenda.
Purpose represents the collection of minor agendas
that culminate in the fulfillment of that destiny.

The destiny of man is to have dominion over the
Earth, establishing its kingdom in a form similar to
Heaven—the realm of Almighty God. The purpose of
man is to increase, multiply, subdue, and replenish
the Earth.

To increase and multiply refers to humanity's
interaction with the environment to bring about
productivity. This is epitomized when a man and a
woman come together to produce offspring after
their own kind.

Sexual intercourse is the spiritual principle for
producing a body and summoning a soul into the
earthly sphere—souls that come from either Heaven
or the underworld. God is the Creator of the human
soul, but a man and a woman possess the biological
formula that initiates the formation of a body. When
they unite, the process of physical creation begins.
Upon reaching a point of maturity, a soul is implanted



into the body and sustained by the same breath of life
that sustains the mother.

To subdue and replenish means humanity must unite
in acquiring the knowledge that leads to a true
understanding of the Earth. This understanding
enables subduing. Furthermore, humanity must join
hands to do what is necessary, which brings about
replenishing.

Without increasing and multiplying, we cannot
subdue and replenish—Ilet alone fulfill our destiny of
having dominion and replicating the Kingdom of
Heaven on Earth.

Presently, the newest and most urgent purpose of
man is to walk and work on the path of regaining the
full dimensions of God’s Spirit that were lost. This is a
bid to possess the Seal—the crown of authority—
upon man once more. This authority will grant him
dominion over the Pre-Adamic beings, both in the
physical world and the underworld, calling them back
to their original order. Without the obedience of
these earthly servants, we cannot truly fulfill our
destiny.



CHAPTER 10
THE FALL OF MAN

The Rebellion of the Pre-Adamic Beings
The Pre-Adamic beings grew conceited and rebelled
against Adam. They desired to disobey his command,
but since Adam held authority, they had no choice but
to do his bidding. They began to search for a way to
make Adam lose his authority. This is the origin of the
fall of the Pre-Adamic beings—the fallen angels. By
rebelling against man, they indirectly rebelled against
God. Consequently, they lost access to God’s presence,
for through their rebellion they lost the ability to
stand before Him, which was granted by
the enabling power of the Holy Spirit.

To fall spiritually does not mean to fall from the sky,
but from a position of relevance to a position of
irrelevance. This clarifies the notion of “fallen angels
falling from the sky.”

The Plan Against Humanity

The moment the chief Pre-Adamic being began to
despise Adam in his mind was the moment he began
to lose the ability to fellowship with God. Rebellion



started in his thoughts. He eventually led a revolt with
other Pre-Adamic beings against Adam’s authority.

As man’s teacher, the chief Pre-Adamic being planned
his revolution. He decided to use his knowledge to
lead man to rebel against God, knowing full well that
the consequence of disobedience would be the
withdrawal of man’s authority. Without dominion,
the Adamic man would become weak, unable to
understand  his  destiny or  fulfill  his
purpose. Understanding purpose is power;
knowing destiny is commanding authority.

The Deception of the Woman

Their plan was to attack the perceived weaker vessel:
the woman, using the only power they possessed—
knowledge (specifically, the teaching of error). With
this knowledge, the chief angel deceived the woman
into copulating with him. He told her it would make
her more powerful than the man. This thought
sponsored jealousy in her heart; she momentarily
desired equality with man. The woman complied, and
the seed of the Pre-Adamic being was planted within
her. From that moment, she was controlled—both
unconsciously and consciously—by this seed of
corruption.



As a result of her rebellion against the divine order,
the seal of her authority (her willpower) was
withdrawn from her. This gave the chief Pre-Adamic
being the opportunity to possess and control her.

The Deception of the Man

The chief Pre-Adamic being then used the possessed
woman to deceive the man. Through her mouth, he
repeated the lie: “If you want to be as powerful as God,
copulate with a Pre-Adamic being. God forbade it
because He knew it would make you powerful and
independent.” This idea sponsored thoughts of pride
and a desire for position; man now wanted equality
with God.

Unaware of what the woman had done or that she
was now possessed, the man fell for the deceit. He too
lost his crown. The consequence was that man also
lost his willpower, becoming a slave to the chief Pre-
Adamic being. The positions were switched: the
lesser beings now ruled their former master.

The Aftermath and Loss of Fellowship

When Almighty God came to fellowship with man
through His Spirit, man did not go to the usual
meeting place. He believed himself to be greater than



God, feeling strengthened in his own mind. God was
grieved by this. He revoked the Pre-Adamic beings’
access to His presence by withdrawing His Spirit from
them completely. They were no longer inspired, left
only with the knowledge they had already been given.

Knowledge vs. Wisdom: The Key to Restoration

Knowledge is powerful, but wisdom is more
powerful, for it updates and applies knowledge.
Wisdom is supplied by God through the Holy Spirit.

A man with wisdom rules over mere knowledge.

his is the key to defeating the Pre-Adamic beings of
the underworld. The gates are closed for the Pre-
Adamic man, but the gate for the Adamic man (the
son of God) remains open. There is hope for revival.

The Birth of Giants and the Present Age

The woman was later found with child, as was the
Pre-Adamic being with whom the Adamic man had
lain. The Adamic woman gave birth to two beings in
one body—a giant (Cain). The Pre-Adamic woman
gave birth to a lesser giant (Abel), as the seed of the
Adamic man was not as strong. In time, the stronger
giant (Cain) killed the weaker (Abel). Instability
spread across the Earth as giants multiplied.



With knowledge, the Pre-Adamic beings from the
underworld have ruled over the Earth and all its
creatures, including man. Using the tools of deceit and
disunity, they have consistently distracted the
Adamic man from pursuing the path to regain his
position and fulfill his destiny. This is why you will
never find true peace on Earth. Where there is peace,
man seeks to know God. The result would be
continuous fellowship with God’s Spirit, filling him
with the wisdom necessary to restore man to
authority and return the fallen angels to their
position as servants.



CHAPTER 11
THE PATH OF RESTORATION

Restoration also means ascension. We cannot
understand the concept of restoration without
addressing the effects of the Fall: the loss of authority
and the advent of physical death.

Everything in the universe is sustained by alignment.
Any form of misalignment causes death—which is
not an end, butleads to a change of state and a rebirth.

Through history and science, we have learned that
energy is neither created nor destroyed, only
transformed. Similarly, both science and religion
show us that life continues forever in different forms.
Time and seasons determine only the beginning and
end of particular phases in human generations and
dispensations.

In the beginning, the Creator established the sun, the
moon, and the Earth. Their oscillation determines
time and season on Earth. Humanity was introduced
later, and we can boldly say that time rules over
human affairs.

When God created man, He used earthly elements to
form him and placed His Spiritinside him. This
caused the glory of God—the fullness of the



Almighty’s Spirit, which is authority—to rest upon
him. The purpose of this indwelling was twofold: to
impart wisdom for the continual replenishment of the
elements of the human body, and to enable a
relationship with God as intimate as that between
humans.

Every earthly element has its own timeline of death
and regeneration. When man lost his authority (his
crown), the glory of God (His Spirit) could no
longer rest upon him. Consequently, the elements of
his body could not be replenished, and man began to
experience pain, sickness, and eventually death. Man
suffered the same fate as plants and animals: death,
then regeneration. When the Spirit of God came in the
cool of the day to replenish mortal bodies, it could no
longer rest upon man due to his lost authority. It
could only hover over him, providing a degree of
inspiration for how to live, manage himself, and use
herbs (the knowledge of medicine) for revitalization.

Over the years, the Spirit of God has hovered over
humanity, inspiring and guiding us on the path to
ascend back to our rightful position.



Dispensations: The Ladder of Time

Almighty God established His kingdom upon justice,
which is a form of righteousness. Since man rebelled
by wanting to be like God, he faced judgment. Yet,
because man was ignorant and deceived, God
provided a way of redemption. He set up a path—a
chain or ladder—by which His sons could arise from
the bottomless pit of their fallen state. This ascent is
a function of set times, encompassing several
dispensations and generations, to reach the top of the
chain: the position of authority.

Time and seasons birth dispensations on Earth.
Dispensations distinguish different periods, each
directly affecting humanity, especially through the
increase of knowledge and a deeper revelation of
God’s Spirit as human cranial capacity is maximized.

Dispensation began at the dawn of creation, set in
motion with the establishment of the sun, moon, and
Earth. The Earth and its living components have
undergone many dispensations. For man to regain his
lost position, he had to go through a developmental
process divided into these ages.

Therefore, we can say that a dispensation is the
cumulative timeline of generations that fulfills God’s
path for man’s restoration, while generations are



the seasons within a dispensation during which man
strives to ascend.

The New Dispensation

A new dispensation emerged on January 20/21,
2019. The total lunar eclipse visible around the world
was a mark signifying this transition. It signified the
end of one dispensation and the beginning of another,
heralding a new generation—a rebirth of the entire
earthly system, which was then initiated by the

coronavirus epidemic outbreak in the twin year
2020.

Not all eclipses are dispensational marks, but this one
was indeed a sign for those aligned with nature. We
have now entered the last and final dispensation—
the path that will launch us to reclaim our authority.

The Three Dimensions of Restoration

When man lost the personal infilling of the Holy
Spirit, Almighty God created a path to regain what
was lost. The path involves filling man with the
different dimensions of His Spirit, one in its proper
order.

1. The Dimension of the Fear and Knowledge of
God: Initiated  through = Abraham/Prophet



Ibrahim (PBUH) and spearheaded by
Moses/Prophet Musa (PBUH).

2.The Dimension of the Counsel and Might of
God: Initiated through the prophets and carried
out by Emmanuel /Prophet Isa (Jesus) (PBUH).

3.The Dimension of the Wisdom and
Understanding of God: Initiated by the apostles
and other documented and undocumented
laborers throughout time, and now to be
spearheaded by the person of the Holy Spirit
through His anointed ones.

When man fell, he gradually lost the dimensions of
God’s Spirit bit by bit. To be restored, he must regain
them, one after the other.



CHAPTER 12
LUMINOSITY

Luminosity, in the context of restoration, refers to the
infilling of all dimensions of God’s Spirit in man. This
enables one to receive the glory of God, which is the
Holy Spirit in its fullness—that is, authority.

The Spirit of God is one, yet manifests in seven
dimensions: the spirit of wisdom, understanding,
counsel, might, knowledge, the fear of the Lord, and
authority. All six preceding dimensions rest upon the
seventh and most important: authority. Authority
determines the potency of all other dimensions.

When man fell, he first lost this potency. In his state
of continual staggering, he then lost all six
dimensions, tumbling down the ladder into the
bottomless pit of order.

Order refers to the sequence of creation—the
position of all created beings before God. Authority
grants you access to God’s presence; the lack of it
keeps you in the outer courts. The fullness of God'’s
Spirit is the power that ushers you into the sacred,
and most sacred, presence of God.

Man was originally a being with an illuminated soul,
filled with the Spirit of his Creator (authority). This



enabled him to live through time, conquering the
weakness and decay brought about by the
depreciating elements of the body as a function of
time and space.

Adam lived 930 years, Methuselah lived 969 years,
and many others lived in a state of “mortal
immortality,” as they still retained a dimension of
God’s Spirit. Man was not created to die, but to live
forever doing the will of the Creator. As a result of the
Fall, man began to die, unknowingly (and later
knowingly) doing the will of the accuser in a bid to
avoid the ruler’s rod: hunger, toil, pain, frustration,
and warfare.

Over time, man has fought to retake his lost glory. But
with incomplete understanding fostered by religion,
he has repeated the same cycles, remaining stagnant
instead of evolving.

Fallen angels, Pre-Adamic  beings, rulers,
principalities, powers, and demons have infiltrated
the roots of various religions to alter the truth,
preventing humanity from evolving and keeping it in
a steady state of oscillation—confusion.

This is precisely why, at the beginning of this book, I
declared that I do not trust any book written or
compiled by man, but depend solely on the Spirit of
God for inspiration. The knowledge in this book was



revealed to me through mercy (provided by the
knowledge and fear of God), grace (provided by the
counsel and might of God), and love (provided by the
wisdom and understanding of God). I contended for
this revelation through torment from Pre-Adamic
beings. My devoted consistency and unwavering
persistence enabled me to possess the lost books
from which I write these deep truths. I therefore
challenge you to contend for the authenticity of this
information—to  validate it through deep
consideration rather than accepting or rejecting it
outright.

The New Wine of This Age
These are the last days in which we will walk to
retake our lost glory. The Spirit of the Almighty is
pouring upon us the dimension of the wisdom and
understanding of God. This will cause us to walk in
authority, enabling us to dispossess the accuser and
repossess our crown—the power and authority to
take control of the visible and invisible Earth that was
taken from us.

Let us not hurry, for we are of the last dispensation
and generation that will climb the final portion of the
ladder—the path of restoration—to return man to his
rightful place: communion with our Maker.



We cannot achieve this unless we view religion as a
mere path leading into the realm of spirituality. We
must tread the path of restoration led by the Holy
Spirit, void of any covetousness for power, but filled
with the love that desires to see the glory of God cover
the Earth as the waters cover the sea. This is the key
to the sustainable development goals we have
considered impossible to attain, both physically and
spiritually. When every human being is happy and
comfortable, then Almighty God will be able to move
freely in the midst of His sons.

The dimension of God’s Spirit brought through Moses
was a wine that nourished the human race for a time.
Its benefits were established, and a degree of
enlightenment was attained. The dimension brought
through Emmanuel (Jesus) was a new wine that many
could not receive because they clung to the former
wine. Our souls are wineskins, and the dimensions of
God’s Spirit are like wine poured into them. To
receive the new wine, we must digest the previous
wine and prepare our wineskins for what is about to
be poured into us.

Various religions offer us different forms of old wine.
We must be careful to differentiate between the real
wine and the corrupted wine.



Luminosity, therefore, is the infilling of all
dimensions of God’s Spirit in man. It allows him to
fully receive the weight of God’s glory, causing his
soul to be illuminated and his body to be consistently
and spontaneously revitalized.

So I pray in the name of Almighty God—our Creator,
Lord, and Savior—that His will be done in our lives.
May we receive the wine of this dispensation and
generation, which will finally position us in deep
communion with our Creator. And may any corrupted
wine we have received be purged from us by the
refining fire of God’s mercy, grace, and love.
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CHAPTER 13
DOMINION

[ trust you have been blessed by the concise, deep,
and divine revelations contained in every chapter of
this book, which have graced your body and soul. It is
my solemn prayer that we all be freed from every
form of possession and oppression, so we may be
fully able to fulfill the will of God for our lives.

Chapters 13, 14, and 15 are the point where we
exercise the reality of all we have learned. What is the
purpose of knowledge if we cannot put it to use?

Dominion refers to having absolute control over
oneself and one’s immediate environment. It means
possessing the authority to govern one’s life and
surroundings. When Almighty God created man, He
gave him an instruction wrapped in the form of a
blessing: to increase, multiply, subdue, replenish, and
have dominion over himself and all creation. This
command was backed by the assistance of personal
assistants—the builders of the Earth, the Pre-Adamic
beings, the earth angels.

Man ruled successfully. He increased and multiplied.
He subdued and replenished the environment. He
exercised dominion throughout the length and



breadth of the Earth with their help. But when the
builders rebelled in their hearts against man and God,
they deceitfully led man into rebellion as well. In
doing so, they gained the advantage, causing man to
lose his authority—the wisdom that was based on his
obedience and alignment to Almighty God.

Immediately, man was subdued and ruled over by the
Pre-Adamic beings. Their positions were switched:
the Pre-Adamic became the master, and the Adamic
man became the personal slave. With their enormous
knowledge, the Pre-Adamic beings have Kkept
humanity in bondage from time immemorial. Having
lost his connection to wisdom, man had no control
over knowledge and could not attain
understanding—the essential formula for exercising
dominion. From that point until now, man has
struggled to reposition himself for authority, but he
has been robbed of the truth through omissions in
history and the high level of deception sown into the
available record.

Now, through the Spirit of Almighty God that inspires
us, we are back on track to fully take dominion. We
regain our authority through absolute obedience to
God’s will, made possible by the revelations on every
page of this book.

Knowledge is paramount. Consider this parable:



A rich man had many slaves working his vineyard and
only one biological child, who was still an infant. Upon
the rich man’s death, the head servant quickly
assembled the others and revealed his plan to take over
the entire property.
“How can this be?” the other slaves asked.
The head servant replied, “The young child is unaware
of anything. He will grow up to be our slave because he
knows nothing of who he is or who we are. Whatever
story we tell him of his origin will be the one he
believes.”



CHAPTER 14
CONQUERING YOUR DEMON

We have learned from this book that there are two
categories of angels: those created to live in Heaven
with the Creator (in the Kingdom of God), and those
created to live on Earth with humanity (in the
kingdom of man). Both categories were created to
serve as messengers in their respective realms.

Due to a lack of adequate understanding, we have
believed that the angels of the Earth are "fallen
angels" who fell from the sky and possess men to
destroy them. I have come to tell you that no angel fell
from the sky, but from the spiritual presence of God.
And yes, they do possess, oppress, and control men to
carry out their bidding, which is contrary to God'’s
original will.

Many ministries have been established to administer
deliverance and free people from these so-called
demons. However, due to a lack of appropriate
knowledge and adequate understanding, they have
often caused more harm than good.

It is widely said that people perish for lack of
knowledge. If this is true, then we shall live gloriously
by possessing an adequate level of knowledge. True



deliverance begins with wisdom;
then knowledge and understanding will help you
reach your goal.

. Wisdom is knowing that the chief spiritual
possessor of your soul is the very earth angel
originally appointed by the Creator to be your
personal assistant. The various other oppressors
are wandering earth beings that gained access
into you through your interaction with elements
that contain them—such as specific places, food,
or people.

. Knowledge reveals that knowing this truth will
set you free. It is knowing that the Fall of man
caused a switching of roles, and it gives you the
ability to identify both the chief oppressor (your
former assistant) and the other wandering
beings you have consciously or unconsciously
allowed into your life.

. Understanding enables you to align with your
Creator to receive wisdom—a form of light. This
light exposes the work of the chief oppressor and
the operations of the wandering beings in your
life. With this same light, through precise
proclamations, you gradually regain your
position of authority over them.



CHAPTER 15
TAKING DOMINION

Every person is assigned a Pre-Adamic being to assist
in fulfilling their destiny. These beings were created
to be servants to humanity, but due to the Fall and
humanity’s lack of knowledge, they now rule over
humans.

The rebellion of the Pre-Adamic beings against God,
and humanity’s subsequent rebellion, caused man’s
authority to be revoked, leaving humans at the mercy
of their former servants. Understanding this
revelation—that Pre-Adamic beings, demons, jinn,
and principalities are meant to be subject to us—is
the first step to taking back authority from your
possessors and oppressors.

You cannot take dominion over your environment
until you first take dominion over yourself from these
spiritual entities. In clear terms, you must first be
delivered from their hold. Then, you must contest and
wrestle with them (an immortal-mortal combat) to
rule over them using the staff of wisdom.

Humans were created with the physical and mental
ability to increase and multiply, but not with the
innate physical power to subdue, replenish, and have



dominion. However, with the wisdom God provides—
which is used to command the Pre-Adamic beings
who possess knowledge and strength—you will be
able to subdue, replenish, and exercise dominion over
all creation.

Confessions, repetitive declarations, and
proclamations are spiritual keys for achieving our
God-aligned desires in the spiritual realm. After
acquiring the knowledge of your true identity in the
order of creation, the next step is to make personal,
declarative confessions. This strengthens and frees
you from possession and oppression, restoring you to
a position of authority and total dominion over your
life and surroundings.

CONFESSIONS FOR TAKING DOMINION

1. REALIGNMENT FOR WISDOM
My Creator, I come to You with my soul, my body, and
my entire being. I ask that You be the God and Lord
over my life.

Instruction: Proclaim this daily at a set time. Repeat
it until it is registered in your subconscious, to the
point where your mind repeats it even in sleep.
Continue until you feel a deep conviction, indicated



by an unexplainable peace in your mind. This
confession realigns you with your Creator for the
supply of wisdom at the point of need.

2. SUBMISSION FOR KNOWLEDGE
My Creator, I totally submit all of myself to You. Fill me
with Your Spirit so I may know the purpose for which
You created me.

Instruction: Upon completing the first stage, begin
this second proclamation in the same manner.
Continue until you feel conviction, indicated by a
revelation in the form of a dream or vision, bringing
intensified peace and heightened calmness to your
mind. This is evidence of your connection with the
Kingdom of God. This confession builds your mental
capacity to receive knowledge about your root, family
tree, being, and surroundings.

3. RECLAMATION OF AUTHORITY
I arise in the name of the Lord my God to take back the
authority that I lost, consciously and unconsciously.

Instruction: After completing the second stage,
begin this third proclamation similarly. Continue
until conviction comes, indicated by revelatory
dreams or visions in which you are repeatedly



fighting spiritual battles. This is a confession that calls
you to the battleground, to use the spiritual weapons
you have acquired to challenge every possessing and
oppressing power.

4, COMMITMENT TO PURPOSE
I arise in the power of my destiny to establish the will
of God on Earth.

Instruction: After the third stage, begin this fourth
proclamation. This is a lifelong practice. You will be
inspired daily, weekly, monthly, and yearly on how to
proceed. This inspiration will be accompanied by
energy transformed into your body as power and
peace, enabling you to do all that is required. This
confession reaffirms your commitment to the will and
service of the Creator.

5. INTERCESSION FOR HUMANITY
I intercede for the entire human race You have created.
Show forth Your mercy to them in all ramifications,
that they too may be saved and liberated from
oppression.

Instruction: A proclamation of divine love. This is
the key to unlocking national, continental, and global



spiritual energy—the power for overcoming all
territorial forces of darkness.

INTRODUCTION



LOVE

LOVE IS A FUNCTION OF RELATIONSHIP,
COURTSHIP, AND PARTNERSHIP.

Love is the most powerful force in the universe; it is
the mother of all forces. Love has several dimensions,
which may seem distant from its purpose, but the
reality is that there are always two sides to a coin: we
cannot know light if there is no darkness.

The Earth in which we live is created from one major
element: Love. In simple terms, this element is
referred to as Light. From Light we derive oxygen
(air); combined with hydrogen it becomes water; and
when silicon and oxygen combine, we get sand.

Every living thing that inhabits the Earth is composed
of this dominant element—Love—which means all
are ultimately governed by it.

Human beings occupy a unique status in the
hierarchy of living things. The human body is made of
sand and water, and is kept alive by the air we
breathe. But the most significant feature of man is his
soul. The soul is composed of particles from the



stars—a knowledge that makes human behavior a
mystery, selectively illuminated by astrology.

Love (destiny) resides in the soul, constantly given
meaning by the movement of the stars. It is vital to
note that the soul is given form by the body
(affection). Therefore, any person who claims to be in
love must first inquire of the soul before considering
the body, because the body should influence—but not
dominate—the decisions of the soul.

Over time, in choosing marriage partners, humans
have prioritized the body (affection) over the soul,
creating a world of affection void of true love.

Affection lies in our emotions, led by the body (the
heart). Since our emotions change over time, we often
fail to fulfill what we set out to achieve. Love,
however, resides in the soul (the mind). It is an
energy that seeks to draw good from creation;
whatever love begins, it finishes, because the soul
contains more than enough energy to start and
complete any worthy endeavor.

The root of evil in our society today stems from being
controlled by the body (affection) rather than the
soul (love). In the struggle for survival and in
adherence to culture and religion, many of us have
lost touch with our souls.



Our soul should dictate our decisions, because the
body is led by emotions—Ilike a gas that vanishes into
thin air. The soul, however, is consistently energized
by the universe, the movement of the planets, and the
surrounding stars. Affection is not love but lust—a
feeling controlled by the five senses and subject to
time and season. Love is the ruler of time and
season.

True love is the ability to align with the universe. The
universe constitutes the solar system, stars, animals,
and we “higher animals.”

Alignment refers to the connection between human
beings, animals, the environment (Earth), and the
greater environment (universe). Before alignment
can be attained, there must be relationship
(knowledge), courtship (understanding),
and partnership (wisdom).

The first alignment man must pursue is with his
fellow human being. If man is not successfully aligned
with his neighbor, how can he align with animals, the
Earth, and the universe? Alignment with others is
based on knowledge, coupled with the understanding
that “two heads are better than one.” Wisdom teaches
that without unity there is no progress. It is in joining
hands that we can increase, multiply, subdue, and
replenish the environment.



Love takes a new and powerful turn when it involves
two opposite yet similar souls (male and female). The
connection of two souls is the strongest invisible
energy in the world. Love at first sight can be reality
or illusion, depending on whether judgment arises
from the soul or the body. Judgment from the soul is
true and just; judgment from the body is untrue and
unjust, unable to withstand the test of time.

When a man and a woman meet, they may or may not
feel attraction. If attracted, they begin a journey by
establishing a relationship, which leads
to courtship, and finally partnership.

RELATIONSHIP

Relationship (knowledge) is the coming together of
two similar yet different people, drawn by
characteristics in the other that they admire or lack.
Relationship is seldom based on the soul initially, but
typically on the body. While the body attracts faster,
that attraction does not last. The soul’s attractive
force is slower but stronger, enduring longer.

Those attuned to the rhythm of the soul can detect a
soulmate at first sight. Those who are not must rely
on the second law of attraction: that of the body (the
five senses).



Challenges arise when both parties are deaf to the
soul’s call, establishing a relationship that cannot last.
Once the five senses are satisfied, interest evaporates.

Relationship is the acquisition of adequate
knowledge to truly know a person inside and out.
With this knowledge, you can navigate smoothly. Just
as a concise conversation requires enough
knowledge to maintain relatability, two people in
love must understand each other’s personalities so
their attitudes do not clash, allowing them to operate
on a level playing field.

Acquiring knowledge takes time; it involves paying
attention to the other’s reactions moment by
moment. Here, both parties learn each other’s
behavioral patterns—as consistent as the sunrise and
sunset. This knowledge is the power that pushes the
relationship to the next level: courtship.

COURTSHIP

Courtship (understanding) builds upon successful
bonding in the relationship stage. It is attained when
both parties fully understand one another to the



point where “the sun allows the moon to shine, and
the moon allows the sun to shine.” This means each
recognizes what the other can and cannot do, creating
mutual complementarity.

At this level, a deeper understanding emerges, and
alignment begins. Just as you must understand an
element’s composition to know what mixes well with
it, so must partners understand each other’s core
nature.

A relationship based on affection alone may reach the
courtship level if both parties maintain a sense of
unpredictability, keeping each other in suspense.
However, one misstep can unravel everything. Only
obedience to the principle of alignment provides a
clear path into the final stage: partnership.

PARTNERSHIP

Partnership (wisdom/marriage) is founded on the
successful completion of the two preceding stages.
Here, both parties align so completely that “the sun
and moon enter into one another,” creating an



eclipse. They shine simultaneously, generating an
energy that replenishes each other.

The sole purpose of partnership is dominion—a
state of perfection. Successful partnerships in family
and community lead to subduing, replenishing,
increasing, and multiplying, resulting in dominion
over their environment. This enables them to live in
peace, unity, and positive progress.

SEXUAL INTERCOURSE

Marriage is the union of a man and a woman, achieved
through sexual intercourse. Intercourse
itself is marriage—a union and combination of two
sexes. When two soulmates unite, a great amount of
positive energy is generated, and any child born is of
pure origin. When two people who are not soulmates
unite, the opposite occurs: negative energy is emitted,
and the fruit of their union is not pure.

SEEDS & FRUIT

A man’s seed is the sperm; a woman’s womb is the
soil. The type of seed sown is as important as the soil
into which it is sown. The quality of the seed depends
on the source of the union: if it originates from the



soul, the seed is perfect; if from mere affection, the
seed is imperfect, sown into incompatible soil.

An imperfect fruit may grow into a misfit unless he or
she strives toward perfection. A perfect fruit will
always be a being of love; even in a harsh
environment, love remains in its soul. For the
imperfect fruit, achieving this love requires real
effort.

DIVORCE

Divorce occurs when relationship, courtship, and
partnership are mismanaged due to poor foundations
or neglect. Divorce is the formal or informal
separation of two people bound together. When a
union is formed based on wrong decisions,
discomfort eventually sets in, and the union becomes
toxic. The parties irritate each other as intensely as
they once loved.

[f problems arise at the relationship or courtship level
and are not resolved, divorce becomes inevitable.
Every relationship and courtship must be tended to
with utmost care, so that the partnership remains
free of discord.

SERMON



[ advise that we follow the path already laid out by the
Creator to fulfill our purpose in life. Consider the
father of faith, Abraham /Prophet Ibrahim (PBUH). He
left his father’s house at God’s instruction to go to an
unknown land—a demonstration of pure
obedience. Obedience is the first step of
relationship (knowledge)—walking with God. He
waited for God’s promise, and when he stumbled, he
was granted opportunity for restitution.

Courtship (understanding) occurred when God
asked him to sacrifice his only son. Abraham did not
hesitate. This was the peak that ushered him
into partnership with God. At that point, God swore
by Himself to fulfill every promise, because Abraham
had successfully walked through relationship and
courtship into partnership.

Let us all align with our Maker—it is the only way to
experience real joy. Happiness is based on affection
and does not last, but joy comes from the soul.
Though it may be accompanied by pain, it ultimately
brings a relief that endures far longer than any
fleeting happiness.

Love is key. There cannot be true love without
understanding the rhythm of the soul and
progressing through the steps of relationship,
courtship, and partnership.



CHAPTER 1
MAN & DESTINY

The only way for a person to become fully aware of
his or her destiny is by asking the Creator. But before
one can make such an enquiry, he or she must first



gain a certain level of understanding about the self,
the universe, and the Creator.

First and foremost, you must believe that you are
not merely a scientific accident, but a product of a
Creator—and that this Creator exists in a realm
beyond your full comprehension, because your
mental structure is not configured to grasp it entirely.

Secondly, accepting this fact launches you into the
next step: understanding the reality that you were
created in the image and likeness of your Creator.
With this knowledge, you will begin to see yourself as
the living image of the unseen God.

Thirdly, you must grasp that you are a soul living in
a body, kept alive by the breath of life—the
atmospheric composition that sustains your physical
form. This understanding ushers you directly into the
realm of establishing a relationship and intimacy
with your Creator.

Human life can be compared to:
. A ship in the middle of a gigantic ocean,
. Aloner in the middle of a desert,
. A stray bird in the middle of the sky,

. An innocent young lad in the middle of a jungle.



Many of us are lost from birth. Without a map or a
compass, you cannot navigate the sea, the air, the
desert, or the jungle. All you will do is wander
aimlessly, making yourself prey for predators.

No one was born without purpose. The Creator made
each of us for a specific reason.

Destiny is like your fingerprint. Science has proven
that no two people in the world have the same
fingerprint. Human fingerprints are detailed, nearly
unique, difficult to alter, and durable over a lifetime.
They are one of the best means of identification—
almost impossible to change. This clearly indicates
that the Creator made each person specially and
uniquely, to carry out a specific assignment. Our
capacities and capabilities are embedded in our very
structure. Everyone is indeed a messenger on an
assignment.

Without awareness of their destinies, humans cannot
subdue, replenish, or have dominion over the Earth.
They can only increase and multiply uncontrollably,
thereby creating problems for themselves.

Discovering destiny has everything to do with
knowing your Creator. Only He can perfectly reveal
your destiny, because He alone knows why He
created you. It is like using a machine: you can only



operate it correctly after reading the manual written
by the manufacturer.

Life’s various challenges have brought humanity to a
point of oblivion and deep misunderstanding. People
spend all their time struggling to survive, closing off
the opportunity to seek the Creator for
understanding about why they were created.

By design, our basic needs have already been
provided by God. But due to the mismanagement of
resources, we have created a society that cannot be
fully satisfied. People spend the better part of their
lives searching for basic needs, and fear of the future
drives them to save for tomorrow—which is wise,
given the present state of things.

The purpose of knowing and fulfilling your destiny is
to occupy your rightful place in the order of creation,
for everything was created in order. Without order,
there is turbulence. That is why there is so much
turbulence in the world today: those who have not
discovered their destinies force themselves into roles
meant for others, disrupting the natural order.

Purpose refers to the pathway that must be followed
to fulfill destiny. The all-wise Creator has prepared
the path you must follow to accomplish the task He
has assigned you. [tis in discovering your destiny that
the path is revealed—and along that path, your basic



needs are found, serving as sustenance and provision
for the journey.

We end up blaming the Creator for abandoning us,
forgetting thatitis we who have not followed the path
prepared for us. Instead, we try to make our own
paths, resulting in a lifetime of struggle and an
unfulfilled death.

Today, [ urge you to reconsider your ways. Go back to
the Creator and ask why He created you. He alone
holds the map. Seek Him, and He will be glad to hand
you the compass.

The question remains: How do you interact with
the Creator?



CHAPTER 2
THE CREATOR

WHO is the Creator?

You cannot interact with someone you know nothing
about. To assist you, I present an essay containing an
infinitesimal glimpse of knowledge about the Creator.

According to common sense, the Creator made
everything we see—the natural environment. For
now, this definition is sufficient, because we live by
common sense. A deeper understanding, if not
approached carefully, can disrupt our grasp on reality
and hinder any fruitful comprehension.

The Creator is greater than what our eyes can see, our
hands can hold, or our bodies can feel. Nevertheless,
we can see, hold, and feel Him through an enlightened
mind.

The Creator made us in His image and likeness. Your
neighbors—whom you see every day—are the
different images of God visible to mortal eyes. This is
why it is said: Love your neighbor as yourself, for in
doing so, you have loved your Creator.

The image and likeness of a man is that of a soul—
your mind, residing in your mortal heart, seated
gracefully within a body. The body serves as an



apparatus for living on Earth (just as a spacecraft
enables life beyond Earth), sustained by the breath of
life. This directly points to the image and likeness of
your Creator, though in a much higher dimension.

Your Creator is a Being (Soul) who can exist in or
take any Form (Body), and has a Breath (Spirit) that
connects Him to and gives life to all He created. In
contrast, man is a being who exists solely in human
form and depends entirely on the breath of life for
survival.

Do not be confused. Your Creator is understood at
different levels depending on your degree of spiritual
enlightenment. I advise you to hold firmly to what
you can understand: thatyou yourself are the
image of your Creator.

With this knowledge, you can begin to learn how to
commune with your Creator, regardless of your
religion. Religions are pathways laid down by men—
documented accounts of prehistoric and historic
individuals who claimed to walk with God.

Discovering Your Path

Everyone, at some point in life, has naturally loved
doing certain things. Often, due to lack of knowledge
or life’s challenges, a person abandons this



inclination and pursues something else, not realizing
that the original passion points directly to his or her
destiny. Those activities we perform naturally, with
or without effort, reveal who we truly are.

The Power of Persistent Pursuit

The breath of life within you has the power to
summon anything in the universe, depending on the
level of energy and understanding you possess.
“Using your breath to summon” means calming your
mind and speaking silently within, connecting
yourself to your Creator’s Spirit. When you remain
persistent and purposeful in your pursuit, He will
grant your request. To summon is to pray with
focused intention.

Some claim the search is endless because they do not
always receive what they ask for. The reality is this: if
you persist, a continuous pursuit in your heart and
mind will compel the spiritual realm to respond. It
will reveal answers through various
means. Persistence is the key that opens the
spiritual door.

Then you will begin to have dreams. Your mind will
start to see pictures. People around you will
unknowingly repeat meaningful words. The universe
itself will point the way. The more you give yourself



to this meditation in mind and heart, the clearer these
images become. These pictures are meant to reveal
your destiny to you—both logically and beyond logic.

What follows is knowing the Spirit of your Creator...



CHAPTER 3
THE (BREATH) SPIRIT OF YOUR CREATOR

The Creator is a Being (Soul). Souls are invisible to
mortal eyes, for mortal eyes cannot behold immortal
things. We perceive the Creator with the eye of our
mind, reflected in the mortal things that surround us.
Thus, people see Him as:

. The lion, for it is the king of the jungle.
. The ox, for its great strength.
. The eagle, for its sovereign uniqueness.

. Man, because of all creation, he is directly
linked—the image and likeness of the Creator.

. The sun, for it is the central force of our system.
. The moon, for its faithful phases of renewal.
. The stars, for their intricate beauty.

The Spirit of the Creator fills everything. It is His
breath that gives life to all creation in its myriad
forms.

Knowing the Creator
Knowing the Creator begins with purposeful
meditation in the heart. This enables us, through our



own breath, to connect with the breath of our
Creator (His Spirit). His Spirit then hovers over us,
shedding light and supplying inspiration.

Often, the Spirit will inspire you through a particular
religion. This allows you to learn from people of old—
to understand God's movements in the past and the
prophecies that position you to align with His work in
the present. People often forget that religion is a
school, not a home; a journey, not a
destination. Many never graduate, instead
oscillating in a religious circle and becoming fanatics.
Those who refuse to graduate often become bullies to
others.

Do not be offended. Graduating from religion means
beginning the path of spirituality. This path leads
you to know God more personally, even beyond the
knowledge contained in religious books.

Jesus, whom I prefer to call Emmanuel, said, "When
the Spirit of truth comes, He will guide you into all



truth... and you will do even greater works.” But by
refusing to let go of religion, people roll in the same
circle, creating confusion and constantly
antagonizing their brothers—who are also created in
God's image and likeness.

When you destroy the image and likeness of God in
your neighbor, and then proclaim "God is great” with
your mouth, your actions have defiled what you claim
to honor.

The Daily Path

Knowing the Spirit of God is a daily practice. He, the
Spirit, may lead you into a religion. Most of us are led
into religion by our parents, but the greatest
individuals who have impacted the world were led
into it by the Spirit of the Creator.

Through that religion, He will build you. There you
will learn from the knowledge of others. Then,
through consistent obedience to His word, He will
establish you on a firm foundation. It is at this point
that you will truly begin to understand your destiny
and walk the path of purpose.

A Final Caution
Finally, be aware that there are other beings—fallen



angels, jinn, and the like—that also seek to inspire
you. The only way to draw the Spirit of your Creator
is through pure meditation of the mind. If your
meditation arises from a mind void of hidden desires
and selfish ambition, you will become a host to the
Spirit of your Creator. If not, you will make yourself
available to other beings, drowning in an ocean of
confusion and being positioned as an extremist.



CHAPTER 4
THE DIMENSIONS OF GOD

Generally, dimensions refer to the features or
measurable extents of a matter, such as length,
breadth, and depth. While the absolute existence of
God is beyond human reasoning, we can examine a
minute fraction of His nature through what we can
see, feel, taste, perceive, and touch.

The dimensions of Almighty God can be divided into
two parts: major and minor. The major dimensions
are wisdom, knowledge, understanding, counsel,
might, the fear (awe) of God, and authority. But first,
let us consider the minor dimensions, which refer to
the general, relational nature of God as He interacts
with His creation.

THE MINOR DIMENSIONS: THE RELATIONAL
NATURE OF GOD

He is the Almighty God: To be God is to be a
superhuman Being or Spirit worshipped as having
absolute power over nature and human destiny.
There is a wvast difference between THE
GOD and gods. The God is supreme in the chain of
authority, while gods are beings created and crowned



by God or by man. His authority defines His
supremacy, which encompasses every sphere and
dimension imaginable.

He is the Creator: A creator is one who brings
something into existence. Everyone who produces
anything is a creator, but Almighty God is the Creator
of all creators.

He is the King: A king is the ruler of an independent
state. Almighty God is the King of Kings, the supreme
commander of the entire universe.

He is the Lord: To be Lord is to act with supreme
authority and dominion over all creatures, both in
Heaven and on Earth.

He is a Savior: A savior delivers or rescues someone
from danger. Through His providence, God orders our
protection from seen and unseen forces that threaten
to cut short our lives and hinder the fulfillment of our
destinies.

He is the God of Justice: Justice is the administration
of law to maintain order. Within this dimension
reside mercy, discipline, and love.

He is a Merciful God: Mercy is compassion or
forgiveness shown to someone in one's power. We,
His creatures, have consistently rebelled, yet this



dimension of God serves as a protective covering over
us.

He is the God of Love: Above all, He crowns His
actions with love—an intense feeling of deep
affection, a great interest and pleasure in all He has
designed and created.

He is a Father: Relationship is everything. The bond
between a father and his child is one of the strongest.
God relates to us in this way.

He is a Mother: A mother knows the pain of carrying
a child and will go to great lengths to ensure its
security. This reveals another dimension of God's
care for His creatures.

He is a Sister: There are things one can only discuss
with a sister because of her unique nature and
response. God reveals this dimension to those who
truly spend time knowing and conversing with Him.

He is a Brother: Similarly, certain things are shared
only with a brother. God also relates in this way to
those who seek Him intimately.

He is your Boyfriend: This speaks to the
affectionate, consoling, and romantically attentive
nature of God—an energy of affection associated with
the masculine.



He is your Girlfriend: This refers to the tender,
nurturing, and intimately comforting nature of God—
an energy of affection associated with the feminine.

He is your Admirer: Almighty God regards us with
respect and gazes upon us with pleasure—especially
those who honor Him and those under His mercy. We
are His image and likeness; He finds deep, innermost
delight in us.

The dimension of God you hold onto—the aspect
you believe Him to be—is the dimension through
which He will relate to you all the days of your
life. Abraham was called a friend of God; David was a
man after God's own heart.

THE MAJOR DIMENSIONS AND THE
RESTORATION OF MAN

The major dimensions of Almighty God are the core
characteristics that make Him supreme. When man
was created, God breathed into him all these major
dimensions except one: authority, which man was
meant to earn over time.

When man disobeyed, he fell from the ladder of
ascent, gradually losing his ability to easily increase



and multiply, and completely losing the authority to
subdue, replenish, and have dominion over the Earth.

As times and seasons passed, God decided to restore
humanity to its rightful position. Different people
across the world sought to know God but, in their
ignorance, began worshipping His creations. They
lived abominable lives under doctrines taught by
fallen angels. God cleansed the Earth with a flood,
preserving Noah and his household, and re-
established His covenant for humanity to increase,
multiply, subdue, replenish, and have dominion.

As humanity multiplied again and erred, God chose
Abraham. He trained him in obedience and
established a covenant with him, creating a new
world through his seeds, Ishmael and Isaac.

3. Through the Holy Spirit, God is now revealing
the dimension of wisdom and understanding.



4. Through the acquisition of all these
dimensions, God will finally reveal the
dimension of His authority to those He finds
trustworthy.



CHAPTER 5

The
Earth is revolving and evolving; we have no choice
but to evolve with it in the most honorable way
possible.

The dynamics of life render static people irrelevant;
they suffer from a lack of updated knowledge. A child
is socialized by various agents: the family (imparting
knowledge based on its own background), peer
groups, communities, religious institutions, and
schools. The internet has become the greatest agent
of socialization, summing up human knowledge.



Ultimately, experiential knowledge is the key, for sex
is both an act and an art.

Every human is unique and must be understood from
multiple angles. One person’s food is another’s
poison; one person’s poison is another’s desire.

Understanding Sexual Intimacy

The nature of a person determines his or her sexual
drive, and this must be understood by both parties
intending to unite. Humanity was given a complex
brain to do things in an ordered way, different from
animals—though some animals are remarkably
cautious in performing this act and art. Sex is an act
and art that deserves respect; anything not respected
loses its value. Marriage is a human design to keep sex
honorable, but it is understanding that truly makes it
SO.

Understanding begins when both parties inquire
about each other—silently, radically, consciously, or
unconsciously—until they become an open book to
one another. Sex can be beautiful but turn ugly if
understanding is absent. Knowledge is important, but
understanding is paramount.

Sex is driven by both love (from the soul) and
affection (from the body). I believe both soul and



body should guide the choice of a sexual partner. Sex
is a beautiful “planet” we reach when led by both soul
and body. Right sex begins in the soul, moves
through the body, and ends in the soul. Wrong sex
begins in the body, moves through the body, and
ends in the body.

The question is: How do you perform “right sex”?

IT ALL BEGINS WITH THE ABILITY TO
UNDERSTAND THE RHYTHM OF ONE’S SOUL
(ART) AS IT TOUCHES THE BODY (ACT).

We are all connected. The purpose of a relationship
must be carefully studied to achieve perfection.
Destiny brings two people together in the
same sphere; affection brings them together under
the same angle. A sphere is a vast circle; an angle is a
confined space. Destiny and purpose encompass
many life activities; understanding narrows it down
to finding a helper—a sexual partner.



The "Angle" of Intimacy

This “angle” can be large or small, depending on three
types of knowledge:

1. General Knowledge: Understanding sex from a
broad perspective.

2.Relationship Knowledge: Understanding it in
the specific context of your partner’s past
experiences, present predicaments, and future
expectations.

3.Experiential/Spontaneous Knowledge: The
intuitive, lived understanding that arises in the
moment.

. Past Experiences include upbringing,
education, trauma (e.g, rape), religious
teachings, cultural perspectives, joys, and pains.

. Present Predicamentsrefer to current
struggles, decisions, and circumstances shaped
by the past.

. Future Expectations are dreams, visions, and
aspirations for a better life built upon past and
present realities.

With this foundation, we can proceed to the “theatre”
where the act and art are performed.



The Act and Art: Climbing the Mountain

Sex that begins in the soul and moves to the body is
simple yet complicated, governed by time and season
but adaptable through understanding.

Two people brought together by the soul start at a
favorable angle. It becomes more favorable when
each understands the other’s rhythm of affection—a
favorite hairstyle, a particular scent, a conducive
environment, or, above all, a gift that touches the
heart. The best intimacy is often initiated by a
heartfelt gift, which can suspend other “laws” and
make everything perfect.

The heartis the control center. The heartbeat dictates
the manner of the act, for in this intimate space there
are no commandments—only obedience to the
rhythm of the heart. This leads to one essential
truth: sex is performed by both parties, and both
must be satisfied.

Consider commercial sex work: a client seeks
gratification, and the worker seeks payment. Both
leave satisfied within their own terms. Sex, in its
essence, is like climbing a mountain and
descending—it involves arousing the entire body and
then allowing it to relax. Every part participates, from
the hair on the head to the soles of the feet.



The Ascent (Arousal)

Climbing begins with the decision to climb. The heart
marshals energy, raising the heartbeat. You must find
the right spot to begin. In sex, this means
understanding each other so completely that the
body feels accessible, not mysterious. Total
submission from both parties helps locate the perfect
starting point.

During courtship, few women explicitly state where
they wish to be touched; most leave it as a puzzle. The
ability to listen, observe, and respond to every subtle
move identifies the uniform starting point.

Climbing requires cautious, step-by-step progress to
avoid falling back. Similarly, during sex, exceptional
care must be taken to follow the rhythm. Like a singer
staying on key, a deviation can disrupt the entire
process. There must be a careful, systematic arousal
of every part of the body.

A Practical Scene

A couple sits at the dining table, sharing a steady
gaze. They understand it’s time to “make music.” The
initiator—man or woman—gently touches the other.
Upon mutual response, they move to a more
comfortable space. While bedrooms are common, I
believe sex can begin and end anywhere within the



safety of your home—indeed, the entire Earth is our
home.

A connection is established through kissing and
caressing every reachable part of the body, slowly or
rapidly depending on mutual desire. They help each
other undress, revealing their most intimate selves,
deepening the connection.

Gentle caressing intensifies as they reach the
midpoint of their ascent. It is advisable to achieve a
high level of arousal (around 70% of the peak) before
penetration, which represents the absolute
alignment of souls and bodies.

The Teasing Stage and Penetration

Teasing is vital—it awakens every part of the body.
At this point, the female body is ready, fully
lubricated for the journey to the summit. Delayed
penetration can build explosive sensual energy.
Sudden, careful penetration brings a mix of comfort
and discomfort, requiring heightened momentum.
You no longer walk; you jog carefully.

This “jogging” involves careful, continuous, and
systematic penetration from various angles. Comfort
elicits moans; discomfort may bring screams.
Reactions vary: some close their eyes (the
“visionary”), some enter a state of confession where



deep secrets are revealed (a skillful partner can ask
profound questions here), and some shed tears of joy.
By now, both parties should be at 90% of their ascent.

The Peak and The Descent

It is crucial that both partners reach the peak
together. In the final stretch, the “climber” moves
faster. The woman may feel completely
overwhelmed, “blanked out.” A struggle emerges at
97%—she may fear the peak, while he is eager to
reach it. For a moment, they become “enemies,”
locked in a gentle battle. The man’s strength and
persistence are key here. At 99%, she surrenders,
and he achieves the mission. The temperature drops;
both lose their heat, collapsing into a brief nap at the
summit.

The nap is short. As it ends, an initiator (often the
woman) gently challenges: “Are you tired?” Pride
stirs the man to “destroy the enemy completely.”
Now, a playful struggle for supremacy ensues—the
fun part, with clear eyes and renewed energy.
Different styles are explored as they carefully, joyfully
descend the mountain.



Conclusion: Sustaining Intimacy

The essence of this detailed description is to foster an
understanding of intimacy—an alignment to be
cherished over time. Relationships based solely on
affection often lead to weariness and divorce.
Soulmates, however, rarely tire of each other, finding
joy in their union.

Creating an atmosphere of positive
unpredictability sustains both  soulmates and
affection-based partners. I implore both parties to
explore the breadth of knowledge available, creating
a dynamic environment where their partnership can
thrive and flourish.



CHAPTER 6
LUMINOSITY (SPIRITUAL INTERCOURSE)

Luminosity is the glory of God—an intensely brilliant
light that does not wane but shines ever brighter. It
speaks of the very nature of God, which sustains,
replenishes, and empowers all creation.

When man fell, he lost his position of authority and,
with it, the sensitivity to communicate with his
Creator. Disobedience severed his intimacy with his
Maker. After ages, God established a restorative route
for humanity to return, step by step, to the position
from which he fell—through renewed intimacy and
communion.

This restorative route is designed to gradually
deposit within man the different dimensions of God’s
Spirit, with the ultimate aim of filling him completely
with the seven spirits of God. This filling grants
unhindered access to the Most High.

The Threefold Path of Restoration
1. The Path of Knowledge and the Fear of God
- Introduced by: Abraham (Ibrahim)
- Enacted by: Moses (Musa)



- Purpose: This path reveals the laws that
must be followed to be filled with the
dimension of God dealing with knowledge
and holy fear.

2. The Path of Counsel and Might of God
- Introduced by: The Prophets
- Enacted by: Immanuel (Jesus Christ)

- Purpose: This path reveals the depth of love
for God and neighbor required for the in-
dwelling dominance of God’s Spirit.

3. The Path of Wisdom and Understanding
- Introduced by: The Holy Spirit
- Enacted by: Luminous Oak

- Purpose: This path reveals the manifold
wisdom and understanding of God—the
mysteries that will enable humanity to
increase, multiply, subdue, replenish, and
have dominion. This automatically restores
humanity to its original place of authority.

The Dispensations of Belief
According to the biblical pattern:

. Moses was synonymous with Judaism, the belief
system of that dispensation.



. Immanuel was synonymous with Christianity,
the belief system of that dispensation.

. Now, Luminous Oakis synonymous
with Luminosity, the belief system of this final
dispensation.
